Option 1: Vocational College Classes 

What is the Senior Phase Partnership (Vocational)? 

The Senior Phase Partnership Programme offers a wide range of courses at SCQF Level 3-7 which are delivered at 
partner colleges and universities. Pupils can select a course that is relevant to their career path and study this at 
college while studying Nationals and Highers at school. The purpose of the programme is to help students develop 
knowledge and skills which will prepare them for the future job market, college or university.

The 2 year framework is offered to pupils in S5 and the 1 year frameworks are available to pupils in S6 (these are 
highlighted in bold below).
